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Make butter, an activity that is easy for any family to do. Put about a cup of cream into a jar, salt it lightly, and close the lid tight.
Now let your kids roll it back and forth across the dining table, or turn it upside-down and right-side up over and over again until
the cream congeals into butter. Pour off the buttermilk that remains a I|qU|oI3 and use itin pancakes. You may have the opportunity
to make other milk products as well, such as cheese and yogurt, if you can find instructions that include the necessary steps and
precautions. When you eat milk products talk about how these come from cows.
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
